THE NATIONAL ENGLISH LANGUAGE CONTEST  (est.2016) =

REGULATIONS

on the Organisation and Conduct of the National English Language Contest (NELC)

Article 1. General Provisions

1. The National English Language Contest (NELC) is a national academic competition
organised annually since 2016.

2. The aim of the contest is to promote excellence in English language learning and to
assess students’ language competences in accordance with internationally recognised

standards.

3. The contest is organised by the META Teachers’ Association, with the support of the
Authorised Cambridge Exam Centre.

4. The contest is held at national level and is open to participants from all regions of the
Republic of Moldova.

Article 2. Participants

1. The contest is open to students enrolled in the 11th and 12th grades of public and private
general education institutions in the Republic of Moldova.

2. Participation is voluntary and individual.

3. Each student may participate only once per contest edition.

Article 3. Registration

1. Registration is carried out by completing the official application form within the
deadlines established by the organisers.

2. Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted.

3. By registering, participants and their legal representatives confirm their full acceptance of
these Regulations.

Article 4. Organisation and Conduct of the Contest

1. The contest is conducted in accordance with a schedule approved by the organisers.
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Contest tasks may include reading, writing, use of English, listening, and/or speaking
components.

The structure, duration, and specific requirements of the contest are communicated to
participants in advance.

Article 5. Evaluation Committee (Jury)

1.

The evaluation of participants’ performances is carried out by a committee composed of
English Language Teaching (ELT) specialists from the Republic of Moldova and from
abroad.

The committee operates on the basis of clear, uniform, and transparent assessment
criteria.

The decisions of the evaluation committee are final and not subject to appeal.

Article 6. Calculation of Scores

1.

Each contest component is assessed separately, in accordance with the marking schemes
approved by the evaluation committee.

The final score of a participant represents the total number of points obtained across all
contest components.

The maximum possible score is established in advance and communicated to participants.
The final ranking is determined in descending order of the total scores obtained.

In the event of a tie, the evaluation committee may apply additional tie-breaking criteria
established prior to the contest.

The final results are validated by the evaluation committee and are considered final.

Article 7. Academic Integrity

Participants are required to comply with the principles of academic integrity.
Any form of cheating, plagiarism, or use of unauthorised materials is strictly prohibited.

Violation of these provisions results in the disqualification of the participant.
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Article 8. Awards

1. The winner of the contest is awarded the opportunity to sit the Cambridge English:
Advanced (CAE) examination free of charge.

2. The organisers may grant additional prizes, diplomas, or distinctions based on
participants’ results.

3. Certificates of participation may be issued to all participants.

Article 9. Personal Data Protection

1. Personal data are processed in accordance with applicable legislation on data protection.
2. By participating in the contest, participants and their legal representatives consent to the

use of names, images, and results for educational and informational purposes related to
the contest.

Article 10. Final Provisions
1. These Regulations enter into force on the date of approval.

2. The organisers reserve the right to make amendments to the Regulations, with prior
notification of participants.

3. Any matters not provided for in these Regulations shall be resolved in accordance with
the legislation of the Republic of Moldova.

Art. 1. Dispozitii generale

(1) Concursul National de Limba Engleza (NELC) este o competitie academica nationala
organizata anual incepand cu anul 2016.

(2) Concursul are drept scop promovarea excelentei in studiul limbii engleze si evaluarea
competentelor lingvistice ale elevilor conform standardelor internationale.

(3) Concursul este organizat de Asociatia Profesorilor META, cu sprijinul Centrului Autorizat
de Examene Cambridge.

(4) Concursul se desfasoara la nivel national, cu participarea elevilor din toate regiunile
Republicii Moldova.

Art. 2. Participanti

(1) Pot participa elevii din clasele a XI-a si a XII-a din institutiile de invatdmant general publice
si private din Republica Moldova.

(2) Participarea este voluntara si individuala.

(3) Un elev poate participa o singura data in cadrul unei editii a concursului.

Art. 3. Inscrierea

(1) Inscrierea se efectueaza prin completarea formularului oficial, in termenii stabiliti de
organizatori.

(2) Inscrierile incomplete sau depuse dupa termenul-limita nu sunt acceptate.

(3) Prin inscriere, participantul si reprezentantul legal confirma acceptarea prezentului
Regulament.

Art. 4. Organizarea si desfasurarea concursului

(1) Concursul se desfasoara conform unui calendar aprobat de organizatori.

(2) Probele pot include: citire, scriere, utilizarea limbii, intelegerea auditiva si/sau exprimarea
orala.

(3) Structura probelor, durata si cerintele specifice sunt comunicate participantilor inainte de
concurs.

Art. 5. Comisia de evaluare

(1) Evaluarea este realizatd de o comisie formata din specialisti in predarea limbii engleze (ELT)
din Republica Moldova si din strainatate.

(2) Comisia activeaza in baza unor criterii de evaluare clare, unitare si transparente.

(3) Deciziile comisiei sunt definitive si nu pot fi contestate.

Art. 6. Calcularea punctajului
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(1) Fiecare proba este evaluata separat, in conformitate cu baremele aprobate de comisia de
evaluare.

(2) Punctajul final al participantului reprezintd suma punctajelor obtinute la toate probele
concursului.

(3) Punctajul maxim posibil este stabilit anterior si comunicat participantilor.

(4) Clasamentul final se stabileste in ordine descrescatoare a punctajelor totale.

(5) In cazul egalititii de punctaj, comisia de evaluare poate aplica criterii suplimentare de
departajare, stabilite anterior desfasurarii concursului.

(6) Rezultatele finale sunt validate de comisia de evaluare si sunt definitive.

Art. 7. Integritatea academica

(1) Participantii sunt obligati sa respecte principiile integritatii academice.
(2) Orice forma de frauda, plagiat sau utilizare a materialelor neautorizate este interzisa.
(3) Incalcarea acestor prevederi duce la descalificarea participantului.

Art. 8. Premierea

(1) Castigitorul concursului beneficiazi de sustinerea GRATUITA a examenului Cambridge
English: Advanced (CAE).

(2) Organizatorii pot acorda premii, diplome si mentiuni suplimentare.

(3) Participantii pot primi certificate de participare.

Art. 9. Prelucrarea datelor cu caracter personal
